Achievements and Benefits of Beti Bachao Beti Padhao 

• It aims at making girls independent, both monetarily and socially. 

• Through Beti Bachao Beti Padhao, the government aims to generate 

awareness towards women issues. 

• The government also wishes to improve the efficiency of delivery of 

welfare services meant for women.  

• The government has launched ‘Sukanya Samridhi Yojana’ for the 

benefit of Girl child. This scheme carries the highest interest, 8.1% 

interest rate per annum. Parents of girl child aged between 2-10 years 

can open this account in the Post Office, with the maximum deposit 

limit being Rs. 1.50 lakhs per annum. 



• The impact of Beti Bachao Beti Padhao scheme is visible in only 2 years 

from its launch date. However, the sex ratio has reportedly crossed up 

to 950 females per 1000 males. 

• The number of women police officers has also increased from 6% to 

8.5%. 

• A large number of women are now free to join fields and careers of 

their own choices. These careers ranging from armed forces, science, 

journalism, sports, wrestling, engineering among others. 

• The government is continually stressing on quality education for girls 

and encouraging parents to send their girl child to school. 

AT COLLEGE LEVEL: 

• Provokes interest among girl students regarding self- empowerment 

and to continue their education by convincing their parents if 

necessary…for example, few parents try to make their daughters to

KISHORI BALIKA VIKASAM PEER GROUP TRAINING 03-11-2017 

to 5-11-2017 

 

ALL ABOUTS: 

Women Development and Child Welfare (WDCW) department of Andhra Pradesh 
launched the second phase of Kishori Vikasam project here on Thursday. As a part of 
this project, officials have roped in thousands of young girls as ‘peer group resource 
persons’ to educate abandoned and rescued girls from across the State. The first 
phase of this programme was launched by the government in 2017 and awareness 
programmes for adolescent girls were conducted.  

The first phase covered girls who lived in government residential institutions such as 
welfare hostels and KGBVs and were in the age group of 14 to 18 years. The first phase 
was a success, encouraging the government to take up the second phase. Addressing 
the gathering, Minister Paritala Sunitha said AP ranks second in country in human 
trafficking, and through these programmes, the situation is expected to become better. 
“There was a time when women were treated with respect but now, they are ill-treated. 
Girls are being deceived in the name of love. We hope that this project will create 
awareness among girls and prevent uncalled for incidents.”  

In the first phase, over 2 lakh girls studying in 900 schools were trained and in the 
second phase, 11,000 schools are being covered. As many as 22 lakh girls will be 
trained Arun Kumar, commissioner of WDCW, said, “The second phase of Kishori 
vikasam was planned with care and we made a few changes to overcome the 
limitations we came across in the first phase. Students will be training other students 
in this phase, and the interaction will be beneficial for them.” 

AIMS & OBJECTIVES:  

To educate and create awareness among adolescent girls in areas of gender 

awareness, menstrual health and hygiene, nutrition, social issues like child 

marriages, child abuse, child trafficking, and career.  

Strategy: 

A team of seven trained peer leaders of the college created awareness on the issues related to 

girls such as health & nutrition, personal hygiene, child labor, discrimination of girl child, female 

feticide, child marriages and child abuse. The students prepared beautiful and informative 

posters on all these issues and explained about the consequences of ill aspects and how they 

affect their lives as adolescents. They were also advised to fight against and report to the 

authorities when they confront such issues. The peer leaders also enquired about the facilities 



being provided by the government to the girls’ hostels and verified the status and utility of 

toilets, quality food supply and other residential facilities. 

BENEFITS:  

• Because of these programmes, good communication gets buildup among same age 

students 

• Students become free to share their ideas and experiences as a friendly environment 

will get created in this programme 

• It turns to a kind of ethical education relating girls’ issues despite any social 

media…..reaches where digital platforms are unknown

OUTCOMES 

 

Ponds help recharge groundwater. Whether filled with water diverted from a stream or with tail water 

from irrigation, clay-lined ponds seep water into the ground at highly variable rates (anywhere from 

500-10,000 gallons/day depending on size and construction), but typical seepage loss from a well-

sealed pond is estimated at one foot of water per year. Every acre of pond would thus on average 

recharge groundwater with one acre foot—or 325,000 gallons—of water a year. 

Storing water captured from rainfall or from tail water in on-farm ponds can also reduce energy use 

by displacing pumped groundwater. Even if ponds are used to store pumped or delivered water, 

there can be a cost savings associated with energy. During the summer months when energy costs 

are the highest, having on-farm water storage also allows you to pump groundwater during the off-

peak times (like at night) when electricity is cheapest and the electric grid is not constrained, rather 

than pumping during the most expensive and on-peak periods.
