Van Mahotsava is an annual tree planting festival in the month of July. During this 

festival thousand of trees are planted all over India. In 1950, it was started by K. 

M. Munshi, the Union Minister for Agriculture and Food at that time. ... The name 

Van Mahotsava means 'the festival of trees'. 

Van mahotsav festival was started in 1950 by Dr K M Munshi , then the Union 

minister for Agriculture and  Food to create enthusiasm among masses for forest 



conservation and planting trees. It is celebrated in almost all parts of India, but 

usually begins between 1st July to 7th July. 

The festival raises the awareness of trees among people and highlights the need for 

planting and tending trees as one of the best ways to prevent global warming and 

reduce pollution. 

We are all aware about the increasing problem of deforestation in India  – across 

rural and urban areas.According to the Forest Survey of India (FSI) survey – over 

the last 30 years, nearly two-third of the forests the size of Haryana have been lost 

to encroachments (15,000 sq km) and 23,716 industrial projects (14,000 sq km). 

The total forest and tree cover is spread across 802,088 square km, which is 24.39 

percent of the geographical area of the country. 

According to the Indian forest department, for every tree fallen, ten tree saplings 

should be planted to make up for its loss.But this practice is rarely followed. We all 

know that, Forests help us maintain ecological balance and reduce carbon 

footprints. However, hectares of forests are cut down or burnt every milliseconds. 

Celebrating the importance of tree, Van Mahotsav was initiated in the year 1950 to 

celebrate the importance of growing and saving our forests and create awareness 

about the ill effects of deforestation.  Its is an annual tree planting festival in the 

month of July. During this festival thousand of trees are planted all over India. It 

was started by K. M. Munshi, the Union Minister for Agriculture and Food at that 

time to create awareness and the importance of the conservation of forests and 

planting of new trees. 

The name Van Mahotsava means ‘the festival of trees’. It began after the July 1947 

tree planting drive in Delhi heralded by national leaders like Dr Rajendra Prasad 

and Jawaharlal Nehru participated. The festival was simultaneously celebrated in a 

number of states in India. Since then, thousands of saplings of diverse species are 

planted with energetic participation of the locals and various agencies like the 

forest department. 

 

Few of the other reasons which Van Mahotsav was visualized by  Dr Munshi were 

: 

• To increase production of fruits, which could be added to the potential food 

resources of the country 

• Help create shelter-belts around agricultural fields to increase their productivity 

• Provide fodder leaves for cattle to relieve intensity of grazing over reserved forests 

• Boost soil conservation and prevent further deterioration of soil fertility 

No doubt, Governments, non-profit organizations like The World Wildlife Fund 

and Amazon Watch etc, are working hard to fight deforestation and  increase 



awareness. But to create a real impact, we all have to do our part. Here are few 

steps that every individual can take to make a difference – 

• Plant more Trees 

• Encourage your friends in your community to plant a tree and help keep your local 

forest safe (If you have one in your area). Every patch of green is worth saving. 

• Put pressure on companies that are destroying forests to manufacture their products 

by not buying from them. Support brands with zero deforestation policies and 

environment friendly products and encourage people to do the same. Be aware and 

ask how the products you buy are being made. Go green. 

• Practice the 3 R’s – Reduce, Reuse and Recycle to lower the need for more raw 

materials from Trees. 

Fast Forest Facts 

• 13 million hectares of forest have been converted for other uses or destroyed by 

natural causes. 

• Up to 28,000 species can go extinct in the next quarter century due to 

deforestation. 

• By the year 2030, we might only have 10% of Rainforests left and it can all 

disappear in a hundred years 

• 10% of the world’s forests are now protected areas. This is roughly the size of 

India. 

• Cures for diseases have been found in plants and the raw materials come from our

ALL ABOUTS: 

Women Development and Child Welfare (WDCW) department of Andhra Pradesh launched 

the second phase of KishoriVikasam project here on Thursday. As a part of this project, 

officials have roped in thousands of young girls as ‘peer group resource persons’ to educate 

abandoned and rescued girls from across the State. The first phase of this programme was 

launched by the government in 2017 and awareness programmes for adolescent girls were 

conducted.  

The first phase covered girls who lived in government residential institutions such as welfare 

hostels and KGBVs and were in the age group of 14 to 18 years. The first phase was a 

success, encouraging the government to take up the second phase. Addressing the gathering, 

Minister Paritala Sunitha said AP ranks second in country in human trafficking, and through 

these programmes, the situation is expected to become better. “There was a time when women 

were treated with respect but now, they are ill-treated. Girls are being deceived in the name of 

love. We hope that this project will create awareness among girls and prevent uncalled for 

incidents.”  

In the first phase, over 2 lakh girls studying in 900 schools were trained and in the second 

phase, 11,000 schools are being covered. As many as 22 lakh girls will be trained Arun 

Kumar, commissioner of WDCW, said, “The second phase of Kishorivikasam was planned 

with care and we made a few changes to overcome the limitations we came across in the first 

phase. Students will be training other students in this phase, and the interaction will be 

beneficial for them.” 

AIMS & OBJECTIVES:  

To educate and create awareness among adolescent girls in areas of gender awareness, 

menstrual health and hygiene, nutrition, social issues like child marriages, child abuse, child 

trafficking, and career.  

Strategy: 

A team of seven trained peer leaders of the college created awareness on the issues related to 

girls such as health & nutrition, personal hygiene, child labor, discrimination of girl child, female 

feticide, child marriages and child abuse. The students prepared beautiful and informative posters 

on all these issues and explained about the consequences of ill aspects and how they affect their 

lives as adolescents. They were also advised to fight against and report to the authorities when 

they confront such issues. The peer leaders also enquired about the facilities being provided by 



the government to the girls’ hostels and verified the status and utility of toilets, quality food 

supply and other residential facilities.
